Private Percussion I nstructon

Private Percussion Instruction for beginning, intermediate or advanced
students, ages 10 and up. Beginning lessons will emphasize percussion
techniques, sight reading, and rhythmic training through the study of
the snare drum and other various percussion instruments. After com-
pleting the beginning level, students will have developed the necessary
skills to begin a secondary area of emphasis such as drum set, keyboard
percussion, or timpani. Intermediate percussion lessons will include a
principal as well as secondary percussion instrument such as snare drum
and drum set, or snare drum and keyboard percussion. Intermediate
lessons will focus on developing weaknesses into strengths, and will
prepare the student for more advanced study. Advanced lessons are
intended for high school percussionists who wish to perform at a higher
level of musical understanding and technical proficiency.
